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Materials used for making fabric are composed of molecules, atoms, and chemical compounds, all of which are concepts learned in chemistry class. Using computer programs to design clothes, shoes, or purses long before scissors are used to cut material is important.  Further, engineers are beginning to combine technology and clothing to create items such as smart watches, Google glasses, and digital neck ties. Mathematics will be an essential part of the creative process when precise cuts are required.

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STEM is all around in the 4-H woodworking project!  Bending wood, drying wood and the science of cutting lumber are just a few ways that science, engineering, technology and math have and continue to affect the woods industry.  In school shop classes, makers are starting to make things-- from food to robots, wooden furniture to microcontroller-driven art installations. Makers are typically driven by their curiosity for learning and creating new things, as well as by an interest in sharing their work and processes with others.
